If you are quoting an article that has been published please also quote:

a. author (initial letter of the first name and Surname)

c. the complete name of the publication (italic)
d. publication year
e. issue number
f. pages

Images, graphs and tables

1. Any images should be submitted separately in both doc and xls format.
2. Please refer to the images, graphs and tables within the text by making use of the wording “Table No. XX” .
3. All images, graphs and tables should be provided with the title and the source
4. For tables, it is recommended that you use some sort of background colour like light grey (preferably 20%-grey) for the title row or column of a table, and ensure that the text of titles is in bold.

 

Checklist

Authors are requested to check all of the following items. 
1. The submission has not been previously published, nor is it before another journal for consideration.

2. The submission file is in Microsoft Word file format.

3. Where available, URLs for the references have been provided.

4. The text is double-spaced; uses a 12-point font; employs italics, rather than underlining (except with URL addresses); and all illustrations, figures, and tables are placed within the text at the appropriate points, rather than at the end.

5. The text adheres to the stylistic and bibliographic requirements outlined in the Author Guidelines above.
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
